RESOLUTION
Updating the Rules for Audio or Video Recording of Public Meetings of
Holland Township Public Bodies

WHEREAS, the Supreme Court of the State of New Jersey, in Tarus v. Borough of Pine Hill, 189 N. J.
497 (2007), and other New Jersey courts in prior decisions, have recognized that a common law right exists with
respect to the videotaping of any meeting of a public body with that right being subject to reasonable restrictions;
and



WHEREAS, on November 5, 2008 the Holland Township Committee adopted a Resolution setting forth the
rules for audio or video recording of all public meetings in Holland Township, and

WHEREAS, with the constant advancement in technology, the Township has found that the original Resolution
was outdated, and

WHEREAS, the Township of Holland, so as to facilitate the audio or video recording of any such
meeting of the Township Committee or any other public body of the Township by members of the public, has
updated the rules with respect to the audio or video recording of any such meeting in an effort to eliminate or
otherwise minimize the potential for interference with, or disruption to, both the business of Township and the
public’s right of access to, and unobstructed participation, in said public meeting. As sueh, the Holland
Township Committee desires to impose the following reasonable restrictions by resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee6f the Township of Holland,
in the County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey that the following updated rules:be, and hereby ‘are, adopted
with respect to the audio or video recording of any and all public meetings offpublic*bedies of the Township of
Holland:

RULES FOR AUDIO OR VIDEO RECORDING OF ALL PUBKIC MEETINGS ©F PUBLIC BODIES
OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HOLLAND

1. Any video recording device which is mounted upon_ a-tripod or other device so as to ensure stabilized
recording must be set-up by not later than five (5) minutes prior toithe,scheduled start time of the
meeting. The mounted device and related equipment may notibe set'up once the meeting has been called
to order. The mounted device may be set-up not claser than the last row of seats within the forum in
which the meeting is conducted.

2. Any hand-held audio or video device such as‘a small‘camera, smart phone, pad or tablet, etc., if utilized
by an individual choosing to sit throughout the'meeting, must be utilized by such individual seated in a
row of seats in the forum and_ in such a manner sg.as to not interfere with other individuals in the
audience (e.qg. restricting their line'of sight). If the individual desires to stand while operating a hand-
held audio or video deviee, that individual must operate the hand-held device from behind, or not closer
than, the last row of seats within the forum’in which the meeting is conducted. Roving with a recording
device of any kind (walking«round the meeting room) is not permitted.

3. All power for operatien of the‘audio or video device and accessories must be provided by the party
recording the meeting (no¥‘plug-ins’ at meeting facility permitted).

4, Anyarecording deviceshall be operated without augmented or supplemental lighting and, while in
operation, shall,be silent or create noise only at a low, unobtrusive, level.

5. Only one audioer video device at a time shall by operated by an individual recording a meeting.

6. The audig or video device and related equipment shall be removed by the operator at the end of the
meeting‘and during any executive session from which the general public is excluded.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
Resolution Authorizing the Award of a Contract for Certain Township Professionals
Not Utilizing the Process Defined in the Third Definition Under N.J.S.A. 19:4A-20.7



WHEREAS, there exists a need for a Labor Attorney/ Special Council, in the Township of Holland, County of
Hunterdon, in the year 2015, and

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer of the Township has certified that sufficient funds are available to pay
the costs of professional services contracts for this purpose; and

WHEREAS, said Chief Financial Officer has certified that the contract (recited below) with Cleary Giacobbe
Alfieri Jacobs, LLC could exceed $26,000 in value, and such parties have furnished to the Township [or will
furnish prior to the effectiveness of an award of a contract to them] a Business Entity Disclosure Certification
certifying that their entity has not made any reportable contributions under the New Jersey Local Unit Pay-To-
Play Law (N.J.S.A. 19:4A-20.4 et seq.) and that they will not, during the term of their contractymake any
political contribution so reportable; and

WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law (N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et. seq.) requires a reselution authorizing the
award of contracts for Professional Services without competitive bidding must be advertised:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Holland, in the
County of Hunterdon, New Jersey in a meeting assembled as follows:

(A) That the Mayor and Clerk of the Township of Holland are hereby authorized andidirected to execute a
contract with Cleary Giacobbe Alfieri Jacobs, LLC being for a period beginning, September 1, 2015 and ending
December 31, 2015, contingent upon receipt of the following whefeithe contract would exceed $26,000 of a
Business Entity Disclosure Certification certifying that their entity hasinot made,any reportable contributions
under the New Jersey Local Unit Pay-To-Play Law (N.J.S.A. 19:4A-20.4et seg:) within the 12 month period
prior to the contract award, and that they will not, during the term .of their contract make any political
contribution so reportable, and also contingent upon receipt ef a Political Contribution Disclosure Certification
prescribed by N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.26.

Police Chiefs Associations request.to delay closing of County Jail. Requested by Chief Harris
RESOLUTION
Supporting the Hunterdon Coeunty Police Chiefs Association (HCPCA) request for delaying any action
by the Hunterdon County-Board of Chosen Freeholders as to the closing of the Hunterdon County Jail
until’such time asthe HCPCA can complete a comprehensive review and analysis into the present and
long=range operational impact(s) and effect(s) of the Jail’s closing upon the Safety Police Officers and
the General Public of Hunterdon County

WHEREAS;, several decades ago, the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders, pursuant to
N.J.S.A. § 30:8 et seq excised the statutory duty placed upon the Sheriff of Hunterdon County, to take
and have the custody, rule, keeping and charge of the jail and instead the Hunterdon County Board of
Chosen Freeholders under N.J.S.A. 30:8-19 assumed the custody, rule, keeping and charge of the
county jail and placed those duties upon a jail warden appointed for that purpose; and

WHEREAS, in or about March 2015, the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders has advised
the Public that it is considering closing the Hunterdon County Jail (“HuntColJail”), located on Park
Avenue, Flemington, New Jersey. Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders indicated it was



considering entering into an agreement with another organization, outside of Hunterdon County to
handle the HuntColJail operations (known as the “Jail Function”): to wit, the housing, supervision of,
caring for, visitation of, medical/dental treatment of, feeding of, and all other general responsibilities
for caring of all inmates entrusted to the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders under statute;
and

WHEREAS, the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders has indicated the reason for the
considered closing was to generate savings by requiring the Sheriff of Hunterdon County to assume
some of the jail function; and

WHEREAS, the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders cannot require\the“Sheriff of
Hunterdon County to assume the duties that it has entrusted to the Jail Warden as any action by
Hunterdon County Sheriff under direction of the Hunterdon County Board of Chesen\Freeholders
would be “ultra vires” should he act upon the Jail Function and which-‘would expose the”Sheriff to
personal liability, unless the Sheriff’s statutory duties were restored; and

WHEREAS, there is presently an ongoing legal action by the State‘of New,Jersey Public Defender’s
Office against the County of Gloucester due to the County’s closing, of its jail which resulted in
Gloucester County families’ inability to visit inmates dueito lagk of public transportation, as the
inmates are now housed in out-of-county facilities. Additionally, that lawsuit challenges operational
issues impacting inmates such as the length of time the inmates have,to spend in shackles, due to longer
transportation times outside their home county; and

WHEREAS, the outcome of the lawsuit brought by thesState’ Public Defender’s Office against the
County of Gloucester may effect Hunterdon Countysand any decision of the Hunterdon County Board
of Chosen Freeholders and/or the Sheriff of Humterdon” County as directed by the Freeholders in
advance of the ruling as Hunterdon County \also lacks a full-time intra/inter-county public
transportation system available toftransport residents of Hunterdon County outside of the County on a
consistent basis; and

WHEREAS, to date, the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders has not revealed that it
investigated the long-tange costs-ef housing and transporting inmates to other counties, to wit: Counties
of Essex and Somerset'beyend the upeoming year; and

WHEREAS, sto date, the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders has not revealed any
investigation ef the direct and indirect future costs to be imposed upon Municipal Police Departments
of Hunterdon Ceuntyrand-the State of New Jersey due to State Police Operations within the County
who_eurrentlyyutilize the HunCoJail facilities for inmates/prisoners; and

WHEREAS, any additional direct and indirect costs of operation borne by the Municipal Police
Departments due to the HuntCoJail closing in future years will be passed on to the taxpayers of the
related munjcipalities and upon State taxpayers in the instance of State Police; and

WHEREAS, the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders has not offered to be responsible for
any additional direct and/or indirect costs incurred by the municipalities into the future as a result of the
closing of the HuntCoJail; and

WHEREAS, the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders has not offered to indemnify the
municipalities and their police departments and hold them harmless for the impact upon inmates of the
municipalities for participating in the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders closing of the



HuntCoJail; and

WHEREAS, while well intended considerations of the Hunterdon County Board of Chosen
Freeholders to reduce resident tax dollars for the operation of the HuntCoJail, the apparent consequence
will drive up property taxes on the municipalities and likely reduce the quality and level of essential
police services and public safety; and

WHEREAS, the Hunterdon County Police Chiefs Association, comprised of the top law enforcement
officers within Hunterdon County has requested the opportunity to conduct a comprehensive review of
Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders’ proposed operational plan for thegHuntColail to
analyze the real world feasability including potential future costs, direct and indirect that,maysbe placed
upon municipalities due to the HuntCoJail closing; and

WHEREAS, the closing of the HuntCoJail, may impact various other groupsiand agencies Who utilize
the HuntCoJail on a daily basis including but not limited to various County BaryAssociation members,
The Superior Court of New Jersey, New Jersey Municipal Courts, Defense “Attorneys, Defense
Investigators, Public Defenders, Criminal Investigators from various,ageneiesyand the public-at-large
may visit inmates while in the custody of the HuntCoJail, awaiting trial @r post-conviction; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the.Holland<Township' Committee, Township of
Holland, County of Hunterdon in the State of New Jersey, that the,Township of Holland supports the
Hunterdon County Police Chiefs Association comprehensive review as to the operational impact
upon law enforcement agencies within the County and the Holland Township Committee urges the
Hunterdon County Board of Chosen Freeholders to “refrain/from taking any action and permit
Hunterdon County Police Chiefs Association to,conduct its comprehensive review before the County
commits to the closing of the HuntCoJail which may have dire public safety issues for county-wide law
enforcement and financial consequences for the taxpayers until the future impact and costs can be
analyzed.

Urging Governor Christieate Protect Local Property Taxpayers by Respecting the Structure and
Preserving the Integrity of the Fiscally Solvent Local Pension Systems

WHEREAS;the local pensien systems funded by county and municipal property tax dollars and
employeeseontrigutionsiare actuarially sound as counties and municipalities and their employees and
retirges have'prudently. made their contributions to the pension funds; and

WHEREAS, the local pension systems include the local Public Employees Retirement Systems
(PERS) funded'at 73.9% and the local Police and Fire Retirement System (PFRS) funded at
76.9% according to the latest valuation reports; and

WHEREAS, the local pension systems are close to or have exceeded the target funded ratio of
75% by fiscal year 2012 pursuant to the pension and health benefits reform law enacted in
2011, and have combined actuarial valued assets of $42 billion with estimated retirement
allowances due of $3 billion; and

WHEREAS, while local pension funds are financially healthy, the State Employee Pension
Funds controlled by the State of New Jersey are not due to well-documented decades of



mismanagement; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Pension and Health Benefit Study Commission in its report entitled
"A Roadmap to Resolution” recommends in part, moving toward a merger of all local pension
funds with the underfunded State Employee Funds, an ill-advised change that would only bail
out the State Pension funds at the expense of taxpayers, local governments, and county and
municipal state employees who responsibly contributed to those funds; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Holland recognizes that the State must take meaningful steps to
make the State government funded pension systems more affordable for taxpayers and sustainable
members, but objects to any reforms that would merge the local pensions systems withthat of the
State's, shifting the financial burden of fixing the underfunded State Pension Funds toilocal
taxpayers; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of county and municipal taxpayers andygoverning bodies
across the State that the State reform its pension systems with viable, meaningful, and long-
term solutions that pay off existing State pension deficits withoutaffecting, dilutingg0r diverting
valuable local pension system assets.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the HollandyT ownship Cemmittee, Township of
Holland in the County of Hunterdon, State of New Jerseyjthat:
