WHEREAS, GPS vehicle tracking has become an increasingly popular method of cutting costs and
increasing productivity for public and private employers; and

WHEREAS, the installation of GPS tracking devices in Department of Public Works vehicles can
provide valuable insight into how fleets are being used and help townships more effectively utilize

their existing assets, coordinate operations, allow for more efficient location of vehicles and provide
other efficiencies and benefits; and

WHEREAS, GPS tracking data can help townships develop more efficient snow-removal and road
department operations by improving manpower allocation and by conserving fuel and reducing
vehicle mileage; and

WHEREAS, after consultation with the Superintendent of Public Works, the Mayor and Township
Committee have concluded that the Township of Holland’s Department of Public Works would
benefit from the installation of GPS devices in its vehicles.
