SECTION ONE: The sum of $250,000.00 is hereby appropriated from the Reserve for Road
Improvements ($75,000) and Capital Surplus ($175,000) in the General Capital

Account, for various upgrades and improvements to Old River Road in the
amount of $250,000.00.

SECTION TWO:  The period of usefulness of the above project as defined by N.J.S.A. 40A:2-22 is
at least 20 years.

SECTION THREE: The capital budget of the Township is hereby amended to conform
with the provisions of this Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith.
The resolution in the form promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full
detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the
Director, Division of Local Government Services, Department of Community

Affairs, State of New Jersey is on file with the Township Clerk and is available
for public inspection.

SECTION FOUR: The gross debt of the Township of Holland, as defined by N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43 will
not be increased by this ordinance.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that this Ordinance shall take effect 10 days after publication,
following final adoption, as provided by law.

-RESOLUTION- Authorizing Cancellation of Mortgage

Authorizing Cancellation of
a Mortgage Held by the Township of Holland

WHEREAS, in or about 1992 the Township of Holland ("Township") created the Holland
Township Housing Rehabilitation Program ("Program") to fund housing rehabilitation projects for low
and moderate households within the Township; and

WHEREAS, the funding for the Program has been, for the most part, from federal and state
funding sources; and

WHEREAS, in 1996, pursuant to the terms of the Program, HCDSI made arrangements to lend
$25,952.00 to Yvonne Pyatt of Block 13 Lot 47, more commonly known as 440 Church Road, Milford,
New Jersey 08848 from Program funds so that they could make improvements to their home to make it
comply with the Uniform Construction Code requirements; the funding for the loan came from the
revolving fund of the Community Block Grant Program; and

WHEREAS, on February 9, 2001 Yvonne Pyatt executed a mortgage and note to Holland
Township Housing Rehabilitation Program in the amount of $25,952.00; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Committee of the
Township of Holland, County of Hunterdon, state of New Jersey resolve as follows:

1. The Township has been paid in full for the note and mortgage and it is appropriate to cancel the
mortgage;

2. The Mayor, Clerk and Municipal Attorney are authorized to execute such documents and to take
such steps as are necessary to carry out such action.

-RESOLUTION- Emergency Contract for Repairs to Riegel Ridge Community Center HVAC
EMERGENCY CONTRACT FOR REPAIRS

WHEREAS, unexpected repairs are required for the Riegel Ridge Community Center HVAC
system; and
